Somethi ng, something, something, rallying ...  

 
Well, last time I did Wheel Wobble as Editor, it took a week generally to produce.   So this time, I'm going 
to do it with a bit less effort and just get it out there.  I realised that we weren't getting the message out to 
all the members about what was happening, what was going on at our club meetings.  Plus, if you're 
paying your membership money, people should get something in return. Looking back at the old issues, 
seeing what ideas we had, I also tied in that when I gave up Wheel Wobble it co-incided with a busy, 
stressful and ultimately unhappy time in my professional life so I can see how I got annoyed and gave it 
away.  Let's see how we go this time.. 
 
I've been trying to twist Matt Boorman's arm to have a bit of a go with the website.  Matt's agreed to give 
it a bit of a shot as long as someone brings along the content.  Who knows when this will end up online.  
One of the goals of this years Wheel Wobble is to get the editions out in PDF format first to the majority 
of the people that are computer savvy and happy to have an electronic copy of Wheel Wobble.  Though 
we realise not everyone out there is.  Personally, I'm a big fan of the paper copy.  You can leave it 
around the house, friends come over and flick through it, ask questions.  Plus, if you chuck it away in a 
spare room when you have finished with it, you have the pleasure of having a quick flick through it a 
decade later and remembering, "oh yeah, I was at that khanacross when that happened...".  I don't quite 
think I have the same emotional involvement with a soft copy on a computer.  
 
 

On a different note, I think Rallying has 
continued to shrink in community size and 
physically with the number of events and 
forests available to us.  We only ran one 
khanacross in 2009 and one rally - not for 
lack of trying though.  With a recent 
meeting with ACT Forests (now known as 
PCL) we have lost even more roads.  
East/West can now only support at most a 
14.5km stage.  Just two years ago when we 
ran the Blue Range Rally we got about 
20km competitive out of the same forest.  
We have now been banned from running on 
a select group of roads - the best ones - 
such as Oakey Creek Road, Blue Range 
Road, Sherwood Road, Laurel Camp Road, 
Fernside Way, Charcoal Kiln Road etc so that Forestry can  maintain them for just Fire access with their 
reduced budget.  The Forestry department just had another $5 million cut out of their budget.  That's 
outside their control but really upto the governement and the other priorities.   I don't think there is an 
easy, or cheap, answer to that. 
 
Event-wise this year, the Light Car Club of Canberra has two rallies to organise and support:the 
traditional Safari on the 8th May as well as the mislabelled 'Blue Range Rally' on the 10th July 2010.  So 
they are only 2 months/8 weeks apart.  As it currently stands we will be trying to use the best roads of 
Kowen, Tidbinbilla, East/West, Bluetts and Greenhills has to offer.  However, we don't have anyone lined 
for any positions at the moment so if you want to step up and get onboard and make a difference have a 
chat to Russel Winks at the club meeting. It is going to be tough mental work from Road Closures upto 
Stage Commanders to Clerk of Course to keep the momentum going for those two events which are 
quite close together.  We will need your help though. 
 

Also, in this issue is an e-mail from a gentleman named Iain Watson, formerly John Watson as in our 
Khanacross Trophy namesake.  The e-mail details Iainôs efforts in starting the club and what he does 
nowadays such as volunteering or entering in the Targa Tasmania.  Itôs certainly interesting reading, as I 
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never knew why the Khanacross Series was named after the person that it was, nor what they did.  
Make the time to find out about some rally history.  The reason I have re-published this article is because 
at our last AGM/Club meeting it was proposed to the members present that we make Iain Watson a 
lifetime Club Member, an action that was actively and successfully carried.

Club, 7.30pm, to renew your membership, have your say and find out what is happening.  Bring a friend 
as well!
